Visiting students studying in Taiwan for less than six months are required to 

get a short-term insurance which is valid during their stay. 

Those who stay in Taiwan for more than six months are required to apply for 

an ARC Alien Resident Certificate . From the seventh month after receiving 

the ARC, iǘΩǎ ƳŀƴŘŀǘƻǊȅ ŦƻǊ students to join in the National Health Insurance 

and pay about NTD749.00 per month for it. They are also required to get a 

short-term insurance which is valid during the first six months.

IIff you are nominated by the International Office of home University as 

ŜȄŎƘŀƴƎŜ ǎǘǳŘŜƴǘΣ ǿŜΩƭƭ ƻŦŦŜǊ ȅƻu on-campus dormitory (4 students shall a 

room) . But the dormitory room is only equipped with mattress box, desk and 

chair. You have to buy the personal mattress & pillow& bed quilt by yourself 

(The fee is about USD100) . Or you can bring a sleeping bag with you. 

Moreover, you have to pay the residence deposit, electricity fee and internet 

fee, the amount is about USD120. After arriving at CCU, you have to take a 

health check, the fee is about USD 20.The monthly expenses that not including 

housing is about USD250-500 here in Chiayi. The food is about USD 2.5 per 

meal.
